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Summary:


Following  a study of several  texts relating to the Christmas Story and exploration of the meaning of Christmas to individuals and communities around the world, groups are challenged to create a collaborative collage/film titled ‘Images of Christmas’ to be shown at the school or other  Christmas service. Working with Art Dept to research appropriate images,


pupils are also asked to capture by mobile phone or by camera images which they feel highlight the true meaning of Christmas and also images which highlight aspects of  commercialism and suffering at Christmas.


The final montage is completed with a voice-over script created by the pupils.





Outcomes:


Class have opportunity to be more active in reflecting on the meaning of Christmas


Creation of an original knowledge product /movie to be shared with others in the community.














Impact:





Active  reinforcement of Christian  understanding and belief of the importance of Christmas


Opportunities to explore moral issues relating to war/poverty/greed.


Opportunities to develop positive values in relation to the needs of others and to articulate these values.


Development of ICT skills relating to digital animation
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
