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Summary: 


 This project combined the skills developed in Home Economics; (Product development and labelling legislation) along with those developed in Business/ICT  word processing/graphic design to help pupils plan, design and produce a professional looking healthy sandwich pack 


The pupils designed and produced a more effective label; this was more aesthetically pleasing, giving them a feeling of satisfaction at the more professional finish. 


 The labels produced in the past were very good as regards content, however the overall finish of the final item has been limited by the pupils own artistic and handwriting skills as the labels are relatively small, making production difficult. The inclusion of the graphic design has contributed an additional element to the project and encouraged pupils to see the connections between different aspects in a manufacturing environment.
